Futuro Simples



O Futuro Simples é a forma verbal
usada para expressar eventos que
ainda nio aconteceram. E formado com
o auxiliar modal (modal auxiliary) will +
o infinitivo do verbo principal sem 'TO'
para todas as pessoas, ou seja, este
tempo verbal nao sofre nenhuma
flexao para expressar o futuro.

FORMA AFIRMATIVA:

» SUJEITO + WILL + INFINITIVO DO VERBO
PRINCIPAL SEM 'TO'.

| will wait for you in front of the Beach.
(Esperarei por vocé em frente a praia.)




FORMA NEGATIVA:

» SUJEITO + WILL + NOT + INFINITIVO DO
VERBO PRINCIPAL SEM 'TO'.

» | will not celebrate my birthday next
year. (Nao comemorareli meu
aniversario no ano que vem.)




» A forma contraida de will not @€: won't.

| think it will not rain tomorrow.
ou

| think it won’t rain tomorrow.
(Acho que nao chovera amanha)




FORMA INTERROGATIVA:

» WILL + SUJEITO + VERBO PRINCIPAL SEM 'TO?

» Will he travel abroad?
(Ele viajara para o exterior?)

» Where will you spend your vacation?
(Onde vocé passara as férias?)




ATENCAO!

» Com a primeira pessoa do singular (l)
e a primeira do plural (We), é possivel
substituir will por shall. Esta forma é
mais comum em perguntas,
oferecimentos, sugestdes e convites.
A forma shall também é considerada
mais formal.




EXEMPLOS:

» Shall we go? (Vamos?)
» Shall | sing? (Vou cantar?)
» Shall we dance? (Vamos dancar?)




O Simple Future € usado para:

1. Falar de acdes que ainda ocorrerao em
um futuro nao imediato:

» He's  sure his team will win the
championship. (Ele tem certeza de que
seu time vencera o campeonato.)

» Amanda is a good student; she'll
pass the exame. (Amanda é uma boa
aluna, ela passara no teste.)




2. Expressar acdes completas no futuro:

» John will work in New York next year.
(John trabalhara em Nova lorque no ano que vem)

» Cars will be more economical in the future.
(Os caros serao mais economicos no futuro.)




3. Expressar decisdes tomadas no
momento da fala:

» The phone is ringing. I'll answer it!
(O telefone esta tocando. Irei atender)




FUTURO COM
GOING TO



»Going to é usado para expressar
um futuro proximo, algo que, com
certeza, esta prestes a acontecer ou
que temos a intencao de fazer.

» We are going to spend our vacation in
Paris. =
(Vamos passar nossas férias em

paris)




» Na Lingua Inglesa, assim como no
Portugués, pouco usamos o futuro do
presente (consertara, levara, ira, trara,
etc), que corresponde ao Simple
Future. Na maioria das vezes damos
preferéncia a construcao vou
consertar, vou levar, etc. Essa
construcao se faz com o Going to em
Inglés.




» My mother is going to take me to

the zoo today.
(Minha mae vai me levar ao zoologico hoje.)




FORMA AFIRMATIVA:

» A forma afirmativa desta estrutura verbal é
formada por going to seguido do infinitivo do
verbo principal sem 'TO'. O verbo to be serve
como auxiliar e se posiciona apos 0 sujeito:

» SUJEITO + VERBO TO BE + GOING TO + INFINITIVO
DO VERBO PRINCIPAL SEM 'TO'.




Exemplo:

»I’m going to play soccer.
(Vou jogar futebol)




»I’'m going to Rio tonight.
(Vou ao Rio hoje a noite)




FORMA NEGATIVA:

» Na forma negativa, coloca-se not
entre o verbo to be e going to:

They are not going to come.
(Eles nao vao vir.)

SUJEITO + VERBO TO BE + NOT + GOING TO
+ INFINITIVO DO VERBO PRINCIPAL SEM 'TO*




FORMA INTERROGATIVA:

» Na forma interrogativa de going to, o
verbo to be se posiciona antes do
sujeito.

» VERBO TO BE + SUJEITO + GOING TO +
INFINITIVO DO VERBO PRINCIPAL SEM 'TO'.




EXEMPLOS:

» What are you going to do next weekend?
(O que voce vai fazer no proximo final de
semana?)

» Is she going to have a baby?
(Ela vai ter um filho?)
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Going to € usado para:

1. Expressar intencao de fazer alguma coisa:

» I'm going to eat less to try to lose weight.
(Vou comer menos para tentar emagrecer.)

» I'm going (to go) for a walk.
(Vou dar uma caminhada.)




2. Falar de planos para o futuro:

» He is going to be a doctor when he grows up.
(Ele vai ser médico quando crescer.)

» Carol is going to be engaged next month.
(Carol vai ficar noiva no més que vem.)
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» 3. EXpressar uma acao que ira ocorrer num
futuro préximo:

» He is going to talk to you in a few minutes.
(Ele vai falar com vocé em alguns minutos.)

» It is going to rain by the end of the day.
(Vai chover no final do dia.)




OBSERVACAO:

Ve

»A forma going to geralmente é
seguida de advérbios de tempo,
como: next week; next month; next
year; in a week; in a month; in a year;
today; tonight; tomorrow, etc.




WILL OU GOING TO?

» Em muitos casos podemos usar
tanto will guanto going
to exatamente com 0O mesmo
sentido. Porém, se nos referirmos
a algo que ira acontecer muito
em breve, geralmente optamos
pela forma going to.




» OQutra distincao entre will e going
to refere-se ao planejamento previo
ou nao da acao. Will € usado quando
a pessoa que fala decide, no
momento em que fala, fazer alguma
coisa no futuro, ou seja, nao houve
planejamento prévio. No entanto, se
a decisao ja havia sido tomada,
emprega-se going to.
